The 2002 user fee for the pool will remain at $140.00 per family payable to PPCA.  It is at your discretion whether you choose to belong to the pool.  With your pool fee remittance, please include an executed copy of The Pool Use Agreement and Release that is included as an attachment.  The pool rules are self-governing, so please act responsibly in notifying either a member of the Board, Pool Committee, or Southland in regards to observed violations.  








Within the next week, the Design and Covenant Oversight Committee will distribute a pamphlet detailing the rights and responsibilities each of us have as homeowners.  Understand that these guidelines were established as a means to maintain a consistent level of property standards throughout our subdivision.  Each homeowner is responsible for obtaining the appropriate consent from the Design Committee before constructing any structure that may change the aesthetics of the property.  For example, this includes the construction of a fence, children’s playhouse or other secondary structure, the installation of satellite dishes, and/or the installation of a permanent basketball goal.





One glaring issue of non-compliance that needs immediate attention is the storage of garbage cans.  The overwhelming complaint within our association has recently become the handling of personal refuse.  Under our Covenants, each homeowner is responsible for maintaining their garbage can or related trash “out-of-sight.”  We are prohibited from leaving our receptacles either on the street beyond the day of pick-up or in front of your house.  If you currently are in violation of this policy, please take immediate corrective action.  Those homeowners not in compliance with this Covenant will begin receiving Notices of Non-Compliance in May.
